PSNC Energy plans to replace a major 
pipeline which will cross common ar-
eas as well as the yards of Falconbridge 
property owners.  The exact start date 
for work to begin is dependent on a 
number of variables but will be an-
nounced as soon as that information 
becomes available.  Again, dependent 
on construction variables the project 

will take about 60 days. Surveyors have already begun 
their work and the path of the pipeline can be seen by 
following the yellow flag markers. 
This is a major construction project, replacing the origi-

nal pipeline installed in 1952. The existing 10” line will be 
replaced with a 12” new state-of-the-art “smart” pipeline.  
The pressure in the line is 800PSI and does not connect to 
any homes.  It supplies a reducing station that the home 
distribution system comes from.

Lawn/flower beds will be replaced

The path of the pipeline is 8,000 feet long. There is a 
35’ wide easement for the line and PSNC will likely use 
most of it for the construction.  The line will be 4 to 5 feet 
deep.  Along this path, where necessary, trees, bushes and 
flower beds will be cut away. Lawn/flower beds will be 
replaced, as well as “invisible fences” and underground 
watering systems to their original condition; trees and 
bushes will not be replaced. Before construction begins 
residents who will have their property directly impacted 
will be contacted by managers overseeing the project. 

Heavy construction equipment will be used and every-
one is cautioned to keep their distance as it will be a very 
dangerous activity.  Kids need to be kept away from the 
construction even when no activity is going on.
Trees and fences inside the easement will be removed.  

Fences will be relocated at the easement line, trees and 
bushes will not be replaced.

PSNC will meet with every affected property owner

PSNC will be meeting this summer with every property 
owner affected by the activity to address their individual 
concerns.  Lawns will be restored to grasses of the proper-
ty owner’s choice.  
Property owners along Vauxhall Place will need to park 

elsewhere when the concrete is removed where the line 
will be installed.  Concrete will be replaced.
PSNC will bore under the roads so we don’t expect any 

traffic disruptions but heavy equipment and trucks will 
be traveling in the neighborhood so walkers need to be 
alert.

service.com) is the point person for specific details, 
including which properties/locations will be directly 
impacted. As more information becomes available the 
Alliance newsletter, the website and the listserv will keep 
the community updated. We are asking for a large map 
showing the location of the work and it will be posted in 
the clubhouse (possibly the website as well) for all to see.

Neighborhood Watch Report 
May 2015 Newsletter

Two recent break-ins

We’ve had two break-ins recently 
on Ridgefield and Dunbrook. They 
appear to be part of a rash of such 
crimes in the immediate area.
At the April PAC (Partners Against 

Crime) 3 meeting, Lt. Mark Morais 
of the Durham Police reported that 
they think two or three separate 
groups are involved, organized and 
operating over several counties. In 
some cases, the M.O. involves an 
older individual driving younger 
people (who have no records and no 
fingerprints on file) 
through suburban 
neighborhoods in 
cars. When they find 
a suitable house, one 
of the young people 
gets out, approach-
es it on foot and 
knocks on the door 
to learn if anyone is 
at home. If someone 
answers the door, 
he asks directions to a nearby street 
and leaves. If it’s empty, he breaks in 
through either the front or back door 
and goes through the place looking 
for electronics and jewelry. He usu-
ally leaves quickly and is picked up 
by the driver. They seem to be look-
ing for houses with a lot of privacy, 
so that the sound of breaking a lock 
or sliding glass door is not noticed. 
They also favor houses that are close 
to major highways and roads, such as 
Farrington Road for quick getaways.
Lt. Morais also said that recently 

they located and raided a house that 
one gang had been using. In it they 
found electronics, jewelry, and equip-
ment for melting down jewelry.
Another officer, Lt. Keith Johnson, 

reported that there have been 61 
B&Es (Breaking and Entering) in 
Durham over the past few months. 
Of those, 41 homes had no alarm 
systems. Of the 20 that had alarm 
systems, ten were turned off.
As criminal activity goes, this is 

one of those bad-news/good-news 
situations. The bad news is that 
it’s difficult to prevent this kind of 
thievery. These guys have identified 
common suburban weak spots and 
they exploit them. The good news is 
that they are not interested in hurting 
anyone. They only want the stuff we 
own that they can easily carry away 
and convert into cash.

As has been noted 
before, if you see 
anything that caus-
es you to be at all 
suspicious, call 911 
right away. Do not ap-
proach strange people 
or cars. Write down 
or photograph license 
numbers and auto 
identification infor-
mation (make, model, 

color) only if you can do it safely. Let 
the police handle these guys.
One more thing. At the PAC meet-

ing, I was elected Co-Facilitator, 
replacing Conni Rivers whose term 
expired. Conni, of course, is irreplace-
able, but I’ll be working closely with 
the police, as she did, and will contin-
ue to make sure that they’re looking 
out for us.

TIP
Do not showboat your possesions: 
Leaving certain things lying around 
your yard or in plain sight from the 
road can unwittingly lure thieves 
onto your property. First, if you have 
a bicycle or scooter that someone 
could easily walk away with, roll it 
inside or into your garage. Also, after 
purchasing a new plasma screen 
television or other pricey electronics 
or appliance, don’t leave the box out 
beside the trash can or recycling bin 
to tell people you have something 
brand spanking new that could fetch 
decent dollars on the street. It may 
also leave them wondering what oth-
er goodies are inside your home.
You ma¬y be showing off too much 
to people walking by your house as 
well. Open up your curtains, blinds or 
shades and stroll around the house 
and see what’s visible. If you have a 
number of expensive items within 
plain sight or near windows, think 
about doing a minor redesign to 
move them out of view.

TIP
Keep areas lit up outside:
If burglars can tell that someone 
is home, there’s a greater chance 
that they won’t attempt to break in. 
Remember, more break-ins occur 
during the day when many people 
are at work. For that reason, when 
you leave the house, create an illu-
sion that someone’s still there. You 
can leave a light on, along with music 
or your television for good measure. 
You can also mentally fake them out 
by putting a home security system 
sign in your yard. This won’t guar-
antee they won’t test out whether 
it’s valid, but it could deter them. 
According to the Office of Commu-
nity Oriented Police Service, most 
residential thieves stay away from 
houses with such signs.

‘Tis the season – to ready your 
disaster supply kit and plans before 
hurricane season begins on June 1 
(til November).  Consult the national 
weather service website (www.weath-
er.gov/rah) for more info.
Have you visited your compost pile 

lately?  Check it out before adding 
the summer “bounty”.   And, how 
much are you spending on mulch? 
And your print newspapers?  As 
our neighbor, Tammy, who recently 
asked for newspapers to mulch her 
vegetable garden, reminds us that this 
is an excellent and inexpensive way 
to keep weeds down and out.  After 
some time, the papers will decay but 
do remember some seeds are very 
long-lived, such as seven years for 
stilt grass.
Slugs and other soft-bodied invad-

Chips from a Cracked Pot
ers?  Discourage them by using rings 
of ash from last winter’s wood fires 
around any tender targets to keep these 
pests away.
Mulch all new plantings before the 

heat begins to really build; keep them 
on a regular watering schedule if rains 
don’t come.  Landscapers have in the 
recent past advised to keep watering 
newly planted woodies for two years; 
invest in a tree gator(s).  Water is crit-

ical to onions and cucumbers which 
respond very poorly to irregular 
watering.  Prevent blossom-end rot 
on tomatoes and peppers now.  Keep 
them well watered and mulched to 
prevent them from becoming stressed 
and thus more susceptible.
Check out some of the new variet-

ies of perennials being offered, new 
sources of native plants (and let us all 
know), and support your local grow-
ers.

tacular new plants!

Foodies return to the home of Zorba and Giorgios Bakat-
sias. Giorgios is a longtime restauranteur in the Triangle 
with local stars like Vin Rouge (French)( and Parizade 
(Italian) in Durham; and Bin 54 (Steakhouse), City Kitch-
en (eclectic) and the relatively new Kipos (Greek) in 
Chapel Hill.   I have eaten at all but Bin 54 and they are 
all very good with great variety and high quality prepa-
ration.
 But I want to talk about Kipos, Giorgios’ terrific Greek 

restaurant on West Franklin.  I have had his lamb chops, 
spanakopita, fish plaki, moussaka, pastichio, and a 
superb octopus salad and I am getting very hungry just 
thinking about their delicious flavors.  The portions are 

large – especially the moussaka and pastitsio - so you 
might want to share or plan on leftovers at home.  Kipos 
has a full list of authentic Greek dishes and a fine selec-
tion of Greek wines and beers.
